1. The author grants the Publisher a free license to print and use the publication

2. The Publisher shall have the right to edit, adapt, modify, translate the publication into another language from the moment of signing of this Agreement and in case the publication is accepted.
3. A license to use the publication is granted to the Publisher for the entire period of copyright of the publication and is valid throughout the world.
4. All copies of the publication, both paper and electronic (including CDs, DVDs and other electronic media, the Internet and other data transmission networks and databases), must contain the Publisher's copyright information and full bibliographic reference to the publication.
5. In case the manuscript of the publication is not accepted for publication within 6 (six) months or is withdrawn by the Author before the publication is published, this Agreement shall lose relevance and be canceled and the copyright shall be returned to the Author.
6. The publisher confirms that the following rights are maintained by the Author:
             - patent rights, trademark rights, any processes, substances, materials and methods described in the publication;
- the rights to make various copies, including electronic ones, solely for the author's own use, provided that copies of the publication will not be used by him for sale and for systematic distribution;
- the right of use by the Author of all the publication or any part of it in reviews, dissertations, books, lectures.
7. The Author guarantees that the publication has not been previously published and will not be published anywhere before its publication by the Publisher, and that the copyright for its publication has not been transferred to other publishers.
8. The Author guarantees that the publication is the original work of the Author and is not a copy of any other work. The Author warrants that he has obtained all necessary permissions to use the copyrighted material in his publication.
